Set Up Checklist
- Lubricate the locomotive

- Apply power to run as described in the Basic Operating Section of  this manual.

Lubrication

You should lubricate the engine to prevent it from squeaking.  Use 
light household oil and follow the lubrication points marked “L” in 
Fig. 1.  Do not over-oil.  Use only a drop or two on each pivot point.

Couplers

The couplers on your Ives 3245 R Electric Locomotive are faithful reproductions 
of  the couplers that were originally supplied with the Ives 3245R. They are 
designed to couple with Ives rolling stock.

If  you wish to use this engine to pull a train of  200 series cars, a set of  Latch Style 
couplers are packed in the styrofoam box for your convenience.

To install the 200 series style latch couplers simply remove the screw in the center 
of  the pilot, pull out the Ives coupler and replace it with the latch style coupler and 
replace the screw.

Basic Operation
The Throttle  knob controls how fast your train will travel.  

Turn the throttle knob up ½-way, until the engine  lights shine bright.  

Put the engine into motion by pressing the Direction button on your transformer 
once. (hold it for approximately 1 second)

If  the engine does not begin to move as soon as you firmly press the Direction 
button, you may not have sent enough voltage to the track to make the train move.  
Turn the throttle up a bit higher until the train begins to move.

Lubricating and Greasing Instructions

The engine should be well oiled and greased in order to run properly.

Regularly lubricate all axles and pickup rollers to prevent squeaking.  
Use light household oil, such as that found in M.T.H.'s maintenance 
kit.  Do not over oil.  Use only a drop or two on each pivot point.

The locomotive’s internal gearing was greased at the factory and should not need 
additional grease.  However, it will be necessary to lubricate the idler gears located 
next to the drive wheels with grease every 25 hours of  operation.  Follow the 
greasing points illustrated in Figure 3.

Cleaning The Wheels, Tires, and Track

Periodically check the locomotive wheels and pickups for dirt and buildup, which 
can cause poor electrical contact and traction.  Wheels can be cleaned using 
denatured (not rubbing) alcohol applied with a cotton swab.

To clean the track, use RailKing Track Cleaning Fluid and a clean rag or denatured 
(not rubbing) alcohol.  Unplug the transformer and wipe the rails of  the track, 
turning the rag frequently to ensure that you are using clean cloth on the rails.  
Thereafter, keep an eye on the track and clean it when it gets dirty to ensure good 
electrical contact and to lengthen the life of  the tires.

Headlight Replacement Instructions

The locomotive’s headlights are controlled by a constant voltage circuit in the 
engine.  The headlight is easy to remove and replace when it burns out.  The 
bulb(s) simply unscrew from their sockets.  Replacement bulbs are available 
directly from the M.T.H. Parts Department.

A reasonable service fee will be 
charged.
