Priming The Smoke Unit

When preparing to run this engine, add 15-20 drops of smoke fluid through the
smokestack (see Fig 2). Werecommend M .T.H. ProtoSmoke, Seuthe, LGB, or LVTS
fluids. Do not overfill the unit or the fluid may lesk out and coat the interior engine
components.

If you choose not to add thefluid (or have dready added the fluid but chooseto run
smoke-free), turn off the smoke unit switch located under the engine (see Fig. 3).
Failure either to add fluid to the unit or to turn it off may damage the smoke unit
heating element and/or wicking material.

Checking The Battery

You may find, if your locomotive was built severa months beforeyou set it up, that the
rechargeable battery has run down and needs to be charged before operating. If you
noticethat the sounds are garbled, test and charge the engine as described in the
"Sdf-Chargng Battery Back-Up" on page 15.
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Basic Operation

TheThrottle knob controls how fast your train will travel.
Turn the throttle knob up %2-way, until the engine and caboose lights shine bright.

Put the engneinto motion by pressing the Direction button on your transformer once.
(hold it for approximately 1 second)

If the engine does not begin to move as soon as you firmly press the Direction button,
you may not have sent enough voltageto thetrack to makethetrain move. Turnthe
throttle up abit higher until thetrain begns to move.

Activating Features

Throttle To increase or decressetrack voltage, and therefore train speed, turn the
throttle control knob.

Speed Control

M.T.H. engnes equipped with Proto-Sound 2.0 have speed control capabilities that alow
the engineto maintain aconstant speed up and down grades and around curves, much
like an automobile cruise control. You can add or drop cars on therun, and the engine
will maintain the speed you set.

Whilethe engneis programmed to start with the speed control festure activated, you can
opt to turnit off. This means the engine's speed will fdl asit labors up ahill and increase
asit travels downward. It is aso affected by the addition or releasing of cars while on the
run. Because the engine will run more slowly at agven throttle voltage when speed
control is on than when it is off, you should adjust thethrottleto alower power leve for
operaion with speed control off to avoid high-speed derailments. When speed control is
off, thevolume will drop to dlow for better low voltage operation.

To turn speed control on and off, put theengnein neutrd, then quickly tap the
transformer's Horn button one time then quickly tap the Bl button two times, dlowing
goproximately %2 second to lapse between each quick button press. Two horn blasts will
indicate that the engine has made the change. Repeat the 1 horn, 2 bells codeto return it
to the other condition. You will want to do this duringtheinitia neutral upon start-up if
you ever couplethis engneto another engnethat is not equipped with speed control to
avoid damagingthe motors in either engine. Each timeyou shut down the engine
completely, it will automatically turn speed control on.

Thelocomotive sinterna gearingwas greased at the factory and should not need
additiona grease until after 50 hours of operation or oneyear, whichever comes first.
Follow the greasinginstructions below. Notethat in sometightly packed enginesyou
may need to moveinternal components temporarily in order to access the gears.

1. To access the gear box, remove the cab from the chassis by unscrewingthe chassis
screws as seen in Figure 5 and lifting the cab from the chassis.

2. Oncethe cab is removed, remove the trucks by unscrewingthe black Phillips motor
mount screw located on the underside of the drive trucks (see Fig. 6).

3. Once the motor mount screw has been removed, pull the motor away from the truck
block and lightly coat the motor worm gear and bronze drive gear (in thetruck block)
with gresse.

4. Reassemble the truck and motor, being careful not to pinch any wires between the
truck block and motor mount.
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5. After repeating the procedure for the other motor, reassmble the chassis and body,
being careful that the wire harnesses are not caught between the chassis and body and
reinstall the chassis screws.

Cleaning The Wheels, Tires and Track

Periodically check thelocomotive
wheds and pickups for dirt and
buildup, which can cause poor
electrica contact and traction and
prematurely wear out the neoprene
traction tires. Whedls and tires can be
cleaned using denatured (not rubbing)
acohol gpplied with acotton swab.

To clean the track, use RailKing Track
Cleaning Fluid and aclean rag or
denatured (not rubbing) alcohol.
Unplugthetransformer and wipethe
rails of thetrack, turningtherag
frequently to ensuretha you are using
clean cloth on therails. Theresfter,
keep an eyeonthetrack and clean it
when it gets dirty to ensure good eectricd contact and to lengthen thelife of thetires.

Follow the body removal instructions found in the Lubrication and Gressing Instructions.

Self Charging Battery Back-Up

The specia NiCad 7-cell 8.4v sdf-charging battery recharges continuously duringtrain
operation and should last for up to fiveyears. Thebatery isadry battery that should not
leak or cause any damageto your engine. Depending upon when your engine was built,
it may need to be charged right out of the box. If engine sounds seem distorted or

garbled at low voltages or become silent when power from the transformer is turned off,
test the battery to determine whether it should be recharged or replaced.

Test: Put theenginein neutral and leave thetrack voltage at 10-12 volts (high enough
for thelights to shine brightly and the engineto move steadily) for 15 minutes.

Recharge: If the sounds areimproved a the end of the 15-minutetest charge, the battery
charge has run down and can berecharged. There are anumber of ways you can do this:

With afew easy maintenance steps, you should enjoy trouble-free smoke unit operation
for years.

When preparing to run this engine, add 15-20 drops of smoke fluid through the
smokestack (seeFig. 11). Werecommend M .T.H. ProtoSmoke, Seuthe, LGB, or LVTS
fluids. Do not overfill the unit or the fluid may lesk out and coat the interior engine
components.

Failure either to
add fluid to the unit or to turn it off may damage the smoke unit heating element and/or
wicking material.

When the smoke output while running the engine begins to diminish, add another 10-15
drops of smoke fluid or turn the smoke unit off.

When storing the unit for long periods of time, you may want to add about 15 drops of
fluid to prevent the wick from dryingout.

After removing the engine from storage, add another 25 drops of fluid, lettingthe wick
soak up thefluid for 15 minutes prior to operation.

If you experience poor or no smoke output when the Inspecton Cover
smoke unit is on and has fluid, check thewick to seeif it Screws

has become hard, blackened, and unabsorbent around the
heating element. Remove the smoke unit inspection
cover from the locomotive’ s body (see Fig 12). After
removing the chassis and inspection cover screws, lift the |
inspection plate avay and inspect thewick. If it is
darkly discolored and hard, it should be replaced.
