Checking The Battery

Y ou may find, if your locomotive was built several months before you set it up, that the
rechargeabl e battery has run down and needs to be charged before operating. If you
notice that the sounds are garbled, test and charge the engine as described in the
"Self-Charging Battery Back-Up" on pagel5.
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Basic Operation
The Throttle knob controls how fast your train will travel.

Turn the throttle knob up ¥2-way, until the engine and caboose lights shine bright.

Put the engine into motion by pressing the Direction button on your transformer once.
(hold it for approximately 1 second)

If the engine does not begin to move as soon as you firmly press the Direction button,
you may not have sent enough voltage to the track to make the train move. Turn the

throttle up a bit higher until the train begins to move.

Activating Features

Throttle To increase or decrease track voltage, and therefore train speed, turn the
throttle control knob. Turning clockwise will increase voltage and speed, while turning
counterclockwise will decrease voltage and speed.

Speed Controal

M.T.H. engines equipped with Proto-Sound 2.0 have speed control capabilities that allow
the engine to maintain a constant speed up and down grades and around curves, much
like an automobile cruise control. Y ou can add or drop cars on the run, and the engine
will maintain the speed you set.

While the engine is programmed to start with the speed control feature activated, you can
opt to turn it off. This means the engine's speed will fall asit labors up a hill and increase
asit travels downward. It isalso affected by the addition or releasing of cars while on the
run. Because the engine will run more slowly at a given throttle voltage when speed
control is on than when it is off, you should adjust the throttle to alower power level for
operation with speed control off to avoid high-speed derailments. When speed control is
off, the volume will drop to alow for better low voltage operation.

Toturn speed control on and off, put the engine in neutral, then quickly tap the
transformer's Horn button one time then quickly tap the Bell button two times, allowing
approximately Y2 second to lapse between each quick button press. Two horn blasts will
indicate that the engine has made the change. Repeat the 1 horn, 2 bells code to return it
to the other condition. Y ou will want to do this during the initial neutral upon start-up if
you ever couple this engine to another engine that is not equipped with speed control to
avoid damaging the motors in either engine. Each time you shut down the engine
completely, it will automatically turn speed control on.

Lubricating and Greasing I nstructions

The engine should be well oiled and greased in order to run properly.

Y ou should regularly lubricate al side rods, linkage components and
pickup rollersto prevent them from squesking. Use light household oil
and follow the lubrication points marked “L” in Fig. 2. Do not
over-oil. Use only adrop or two on each pivot point.

The locomotive' sinternal gearing was greased at the factory and should not need
additional grease until after 50 hours of operation or one year, whichever comes first.
To access the gear box and axles, do the following:

1. Turn the engine upside down.

2. Remove the Phillips screws (marked “GREASE”") located at each set of wheels and
under pick up rollers (Fig. 6).

3. Use a grease tube dispenser to put a small amount (approx. 1-2 ml.) of lithium-based
grease into the screw holes.

4. Replace the screws.

Y ou should also grease the leading and trailing locomotive truck tongues to enhance their
ability to dide on the chassis. Follow the grease points shown on Fig. 6.

Cleaning The Whesels, Tiresand Track

Periodically check the locomotive
wheels and pickups for dirt and buildup,
which can cause poor electrical contact
and traction as well as prematurely
wear out the neoprene traction tires.

Wheels and tires can be cleaned using
denatured (not rubbing) alcohol applied
with a cotton swab.
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Traction Tire Replacement I nstructions

Y our locomotive is equipped with two neoprene rubber traction tires on the rear set of
flanged drivers. While these tires are extremely durable, you may need to replace them at
some point.

1. Remove the side rods from the wheelsin order to slip the new tire over the grooved
drive wheel. Make sure to note the position of all rods before removing.

2. Make sure the old tire has been completely removed from the groove in the drive
wheel, using arazor blade or small flathead screwdriver to pry away any remains.

3. Slip the new tire onto the wheel. 'Y ou may find it useful to use two small flathead
screwdrivers to stretch the tire over the wheel.

4. If you twist the tire while stretching it over the wheel, you will need to remove and
reinstall thetire. Otherwise your engine will wobble while operating.

5. Make sure thetire is fully seated inside the groove. Use arazor blade to trim away any
excesstire that doesn't seat itself inside the groove properly.

6. Reingtall the side rods in the same positions as noted. Failureto align rods may cause
binding or damage to the drive system.

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Self Charging Battery Back-Up

The two special AA size 1.5v NiCad self-charging batteries recharge continuously during
train operation and should last for up to five years. The batteries are dry batteries that
should not leak or cause any damage to your engine. Depending upon when your engine
was built, they may need to be charged right out of the box. If engine sounds seem

distorted or garbled at low voltages or become silent when power from the transformer is
turned off, test the batteries to determine whether they should be

recharged or replaced.

Test: Put the enginein neutral and leave the track voltage at 10-12 volts (high enough
for the lights to shine brightly and the engine to move steadily) for 15 minutes.

Recharge: If the sounds are improved at the end of the 15-minute test charge, the
batteries charge has run down and can be recharged. There are a number of ways you can
dothis:

® Leavetheenginein neutral with track voltage at 10-12 volts for 6-7 hours so the
batteries can fully recharge (if your engine has a smoke unit, be sureit is turned
off).

® UseM.T.H.'sbattery recharger (sold separately) that plugsinto awall outlet and
aspecia port under the engine to recharge the batteries overnight without leaving
it on the track.

Replace: If the sounds are not improved at the end of the 15-minute test charge, it is
time to replace the batteries. Available through M.T.H. Parts.

DO NOT substitute alkaline batteries for these NiCad batteries. Using akaline batteries
in this system can result in damamge to the PS 2.0 circuit board and/or the batteries.

**Do not use alkaline batteries for testing or checking purposes for the 3-Volt PS2
boards. Using alkaline batterieswill damage the 3-V olt battery charging circuit.**

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ProtoSmoke® Unit Operation

This Premier steam locomotive contains a self-powered smoke unit that outputs smoke
through the smokestack on the roof of the engine. The smoke unit is essentially a small
heating element and wick that soaks up and then heats a mineral oil-based fluid that emits
aharmless smoke. The smoke isthen forced
out of the stack by asmall electric fan.
Smoke volumeis controlled by the
Proto-Sound 2.0 system.

With afew easy maintenance steps, you
should enjoy trouble-free smoke unit
operation for years.

time, you may want to add about 15 drops of fluid to prevent the wick from drying out.

After removing the engine from storage, add another 25 drops of fluid, letting the wick
soak up the fluid for 15 minutes prior to operation.

If you experience poor or no smoke output when the smoke unit is on and has fluid,

check the wick to seeif it has become hard, blackened, and unabsorbent around the
heating element. To remove the smoke unit you will first have to remove the boiler shell

(by removing the body mounting screws shown in Fig. 5 on pg. 12), board and bracket
that block the smoke unit assembly from being accessed. To do this, follow these
instructions:

Proto-Sound 2.0 is designed to work with most standard AC transformers. The chart
below lists the many compatible transformers. Note that many of the operational
commands described in these instructions require a bell button, so if your transformer
does not have its own bell button, you should consider adding one to get the full benefit
of the system. In addition, the chart details how the terminals on these transformers
should be attached to your layout.
