RAILKING F-3DIESEL ENGINE
OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS

Thank you for purchasing the RailKing production of General Motor’s F-3
diesel engine. The engine’s durable ABS body and die-cast trucks are

traditionally sized for operation on any O-27 Gauge track. The engine
makes a perfect compliment for a powered RailKing F-3 diesel engine and

features an operating headlight and operating leading coupler andis

completely compatible with most 3-rail locomotives, rolling stock and
accessories.

If the locomoative is being operated with a ProtoCoupler™ equipped

powered engine, a ProtoCoupler™ kit can be ordered so that the unit can be
upgraded for use with the ProtoSound® module located in the powered unit.



OIL & LUBRICATION INSTRUCTIONS

In order for the engine to perform correctly and quietly, it isimportant that
the chassis be lubricated before operation. Lubrication should include all
truck block bushings and pickup rollers to prevent them from squeaking.
Use light household oil and follow the lubrication points marked “L" in Fig.
1 below.

Periodically, check the locomotive wheels and pickups for dirt buildup as
this can significantly affect the engine’s ability to perform properly. Dirty
track and dirty wheels can cause both poor electrical contact aswell as poor
traction, especially on elevated track sections.

HEADLIGHT REPLACEMENT

The F-3 locomotive contains one bayonet 18v headlight bulb that is
controlled by the track voltage. The headlight bulb simply plugsinto its
lamp socket and can be easily removed should the bulbs expire. To remove
the bulbs, remove the cab by unscrewing the body mount screws as shown
in Figure 1. Once the cab has been removed from the chassis, gently twist
and push the bulb to unlock it from itslamp housing. Once unlocked, the
bulb will pull out of the socket. Replacement bulbs are available directly
from MTH Electric Trains.



O-27 OPERATION

While the RailKing F-3 diesel is more than capable of operating on O-27
curves and switches, you may find that certain light freight cars are prone to
derailing when being pulled or pushed by the RailKing F-3 through O-27
switches. Should this occur, we suggest adding weight to the cars making
them heavier and less likely to derail.

For warranty repair, do not return your product to the place of purchase unlessit was

purchased from Mike's Train House in Columbia, MD. Instead, follow the instructions below
to obtain warranty service as our dealer network is not prepared to service the product under

the terms of this warranty.

21046, 410-381-2580 (FAX No. 410-381-6122), stating when it was purchased and what
seems to be the problem. Y ou will be given areturn authorization number to assure that your
merchandise will be properly handled upon its receipt.

2. CAUTION: Make sure the product is packed in its original factory packaging including its
foam and plastic wrapping material so asto prevent damage to the merchandise. The shipment

must be prepaid and we recommend that it be insured. A cover letter, including your name,
address, daytime phone number, Return Authorization number and a full description of the

problem, must be included to facilitate the repairs. Please include the description regardless
of whether you discussed the problem with one of our service technicians when contacting
MTH for your Return Authorization number.

3. Please make sure you have followed the instructions carefully before returning any
merchandise for service.

LIMITED ONE YEAR WARRANTY

Thisitem is warranted for one year from the date of purchase against defects in material or
workmanship. We will repair or replace (at our option) the defective part without charge for
parts or labor, if the item is returned to the address below within one year of the origina date
of purchase.
