M.T.H. engines equipped with L oco-Sound have speedcontrol capabilities that allow the
engine to maintainaconstantspeedupanddowngradesandaroundcurves, much like an
automobile cruisecontrol. You can add or drop cars on the run, and the engine will
maintainthespeedyouset.

Becausethemanufacturingprocess leaves a coatingonReal Traxcenterrail, you
should clean therailsafter the first 30 minutes of use(you may notice anelectrical smell
during initial use as the coating wears off;thisisnormal). Thereafter, keepaneyeonthe
track and clean it when it gets dirty to ensure good electrical contact and to lengthen the
life of thetires.
