Speed Control

M.T.H. engines equipped with L oco-Sound have speed control capabilitiesthat allow the
engine to maintain a constant speed up and down grades and around curves, much like an
automobile cruise control. You can add or drop cars on the run, and the engine will
maintain the speed you set.

While the engine is programmed to start with the speed control feature activated, you can
opt to turn it off. This means the engine's speed will fall asit labors up ahill and increase
asit travels downward. It is also affected by the addition or releasing of cars while on the
run. To maintain a constant speed when speed control is turned off, you need to adjust
track voltage yourself.

Toturn speed control on and off, put the engine in neutral, then quickly tap the
transformer's Whistle button one time then quickly tap the Bell button two times, allowing
approximately %2 second to lapse between each quick button press. Repeat the 1 whistle, 2
bells code to return it to the other condition. You will want to do thisduring theinitial
neutral upon start-up if you ever couplethisengineto another enginethat isnot
equipped with speed control to avoid damaging the motorsin either engine. Each
time you shut down the engine completely, it will automatically turn speed control on.

You can lock your engine into adirection (forward, neutral, or reverse) so that it will not
change directions. To do this, put the engine into the direction you want or into neutral, to
lock it into neutral, run it at avery slow crawl (as slowly asit will move without halting),
and quickly but firmly tap the Whistle button once followed by three quick taps of the
Bell button, allowing approximately %2 second to lapse between each quick button press.
The engine will not change direction (including going into neutral) until you repeat the 1
whistle, 3 bells code to return the engine to its normal condition, even if the engineis kept
without power for extended periods of time.

Greasing I nstructions

Grease should be added to the internal drive gears annualy or after every 50 hours of
operation. Grease can be added by inserting grease into the gear box inside the
locomotive chassis. In order to access the gear box, the boiler must be removed from the
chassis by unscrewing the four chassis screws as seen in the picture below. Oncethe
boiler is removed, the gear box can be opened up by unscrewing the three screws on the
plate located in front of the motor. Grease can then be applied into the gear box using a
grease tube dispenser.

Periodically check the locomotive wheels and pickups for dirt
and buildup, which can cause poor electrical contact and
traction and prematurely wear out the neoprene traction tires.
Wheels and tires can be cleaned using denatured (not rubbing)
acohol applied with a cotton swab.

To clean the track, use RailKing Track Cleaning Fluid or
denatured (not rubbing) alcohol and aclean rag. Unplug the
transformer and wipe the rails of the track, turning the rag frequently to ensure that you
are using clean cloth on therails. Because the manufacturing process leaves a coating on
Rea Trax center rail, you should clean therails after the first 30 minutes of use (you may
notice an electrical smell during initial use as the coating wears off; thisis normal).
Thereafter, keep an eye on the track and clean it when it gets dirty to ensure good
electrical contact and to lengthen the life of thetires.

Traction Tire Replacement Instructions

Y our locomotive is equipped with two neoprene rubber traction tires on the rear set of
flanged drivers. While thesetires are extremely durable, they may need occasionally
need to be replaced.

« Remove the side rod screws (the rods that connect each drive wheel to the other)
from the wheels in order to slip the old tire off of the grooved drive wheel. These
screws can be loosened with a 5mm nutdriver.

« Clean the groove using a cotton swab and denatured alcohol.

« Make sure the old tire has been completely removed from the groove in the drive
wheel, using a razor blade or small flathead screwdriver to pry away any remains.

« Clean the groove using a cotton swab and denatured alcohol.

« Slip the new tire onto the wheel. You may find it useful to use two small flathead
screwdrivers to stretch the tire over the wheel.

« If you twist the tire while stretching it over the wheel, you will need to remove and
reinstall the tire. Otherwise your engine will wobble while operating.

« Make sure the tire is fully seated inside the groove. Use a razor blade to trim away
any excess tire that doesn't seat itself inside the groove properly.
