Activating Features

Speed Control

M.T.H. engines equipped with Proto-Sound® 2.0 have speed control capabilities
that allow the engine to maintain a constant speed up and down grades and
around curves, much like an automobile cruise control. You can add or drop
cars on the run, and the engine will maintain the speed you set. While the engine
is programmed to start with the speed control feature activated, you can opt to
turn it off. This means the engine's speed will fall asit labors up a hill and
increase as it travels downward. It isalso affected by the addition or releasing

of carswhile on the run. Because the engine will run more slowly at agiven
throttle voltage when speed control is on than when it is off, you should adjust
the throttle to alower power level for operation with speed control off to avoid
high-speed derailments. When speed control is off, the volume will drop to
alow for better low voltage operation.

The locomotive' sinternal gearing was greased at the factory and should not need
additional grease until after 50 hours of operation or one year, whichever comes
first. To accessthe gear box and axles, do the following:

1. Turn the engine upside down.

2. Remove the boiler by removing the body mounting screws shown on page 13
"Body Mount Screws and Grease Points"

3. Remove the Phillips screw (marked “GREASE") located at each set of wheels
and the gearbox cover screws on page 13 "Motor Gearing Grease Plate Screws'

Cleaning The Wheels, Tires, and Track

Periodically check the locomotive wheels and pickups
for dirt and buildup, which can cause poor electrical
contact and traction and prematurely wear out the
neoprene traction tires. Wheels and tires can be cleaned
using denatured (not rubbing) alcohol applied with a
cotton swab.

To clean the track, use RailKing Track Cleaning Fluid
found in Maintenance Kit (30-50010) or denatured (not
rubbing) alcohol and aclean rag. Unplug the transformer
and wipe the rails of the track, turning the rag frequently
to ensure that you are using clean cloth on therails. Track Cleaning
Thereafter, keep an eye on the track and clean it when it Block (40-1099)
gets dirty to ensure good electrical contact and to
lengthen the life of thetires.

1. Remove the side rods from the wheels in order to slip the new tire over the
grooved drive wheel. Make sure to note the position of all rods before
removing.

2. Make sure the old tire has been completely removed from the groove in the
drive wheel, using arazor blade or small flathead screwdriver to pry away any
remains.

3. Slip the new tire onto the wheel. You may find it useful to use two small
flathead screwdrivers to stretch the tire over the wheel.

4 . If you twist the tire while stretching it over the wheel, you will need to
remove and reinstall the tire.

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Self Charging Battery Back-up

The specia rechargeable 2.4v self-charging battery recharges continuously
during train operation and should last for up to five years. The battery isadry
battery that should not leak or cause any damage to your engine. Depending
upon when your engine was built, it may need to be charged right out of the box.
If engine sounds seem distorted or garbled at low voltages or become silent
when power from the transformer is turned off, test the battery to determine
whether it should be recharged or replaced.

Test: Put the engine in neutral and leave the track voltage at 10-12 volts (high
enough for the lights to shine brightly) for 15 minutes.

Recharge: If the sounds are improved at the end of the 15-minute test charge,
the battery charge has run down and can be recharged. There are a number of
ways you can do this:

Leave the enginein neutral with track voltage at 10-12 volts for 6-7 hours
so the battery can fully recharge (if your engine has a smoke unit, be sure it
isturned off).

Use M.T.H.'s battery recharger (Item No. 50-1019) (sold separately) that
plugsinto awall outlet and a special port under the engine to recharge the
battery overnight without leaving it on the track.

Replace: If the sounds are not improved at the end of the 15-minute test charge,
itistimeto replace the battery.

FYS/PSA

Proto-Sound 2.0 has a built-in
random number generator that
randomly selects each sound clip
to play. Because there are a
limited number of sound clips
available in each FYS/PSA
sequence, it is probable that some
of these sound clips will be
repeated from time to time.
